We may be further allowed to remark, that when we resumed the paymeet
of specie, We had large Lalances against us in ceveral of the city Banks :—these
have heen gradually lessening. aml we now confidently lool forward to their
entire extinction at no distant period,

Tn submittinga ceudid statement of our sitnation, accompanied by Lhese re-
macks, we disavow apy intention of cithier arrogating mer’t Lo anrselves, ar of
rellecting on those Banks who have thought it Tight o lake & Wifferent comss.
We have honestly pursucil such measures aswe conceived most couducive tu
the putlic good, as well astothe reputation and hest intercsis af the instite-
tion; and as the Stato hasa considerable amount of steck in it, we hope they
have heen such as witl muet your apprabative.
